YOU'RE LEGALLY

RESPONSIBLE FOR...

Making sure your dog is:

* Registered

 Properly fed, watered, exercised,
housed and cared for

« Kept under the direct control of a person,
or confined in a way that means they
cannot leave the property they are being
kept on without you

e Dogs classified as either dangerous or
menacing must be kept muzzled and
leashed at all times in public

« Microchipped unless exempt

Taking steps to ensure your dog

does not:

« Injure, danger, intimidate or distress
people or animals

« Create a nuisance by wandering or
barking

» Damage or endanger any property
belonging to another person

Ensuring you:

« Tell Council about any dog address or
ownership change

e Comply with the laws set out in the
Dog Control Act 1996 and all
regulations and bylaws

CHANGES TO DOG

Council will introduce new dog registration
fees from 1 July 2017.The new fees include
discounts to encourage responsible dog
ownership and reduce the number of
wandering or aggressive dogs

in our District.

Please wrrite in the Discounts
box on your registration form what
discounts you believe will apply to your dogs
next year; eg, P 1,2,3 for a pet dog that
qualifies for all three discounts.

Non-working dogs - pet dogs (P),
hunting & sporting (H), and menacing (M)

Discounts:
(1) The dog is neutered or spayed '$ 1 O
(2) Fencing or a controlled property -$20

(3) The dog is microchipped; and there has _$30
been no written warning, barking
abatement notice, seizure or infringement
from 1 July 2016 onwards. A Multiple
Dog Licence has been issued if needed.

Fee inclusive of (1), (2), and (3)

Working dogs

Late registration - all dogs
A late penalty fee will apply.

MULTIPLE DOG LICENCES
WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

From July those who
own more than two non-working
dogs will need to have a special
licence issued by Council, for a
one-off $50 fee.

The licence does not apply to working
dogs unless they are kept in an urban
area, and it also doesn't apply to
properties larger than 50 hectares.

A dog control officer will check your
property when you apply, for things
including that it is the right size for the
number of dogs there, that the conditions
are appropriate, and that your dogs aren’t
a threat or nuisance to your

neighbours.
